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feuda state power , Confucianism became an external authority that sifled man’ sinitiative, prevent-
ed the fulfilment of man, and degenerated into the will of the rulers. Thisisthe historical tragedy of
Confucianism. However , the humanigtic sirit of Confucianism has condgstently and stubbornly ex-
pressed itself throughout Chinese history. We can see from the ups and downsof Confucianismin the
20th century that only when thefeudal shackles are smashed will thistragedy come to an end, and the
humanistic spirit of Confucianism play a podtive role in the modern age. On the other hand, this hu-
manistic irit needs to be integrated with the sirit of science, democracy and rule by law.

(8) On the Western Paradigm of“ New Public Management” Chen Zhenming - 73

Born aong the tide of government reform in the West , a breakthrough has been made in Western
research on public sector management at the turn of the century , with a tranformation from the tradi-
tional public administration to the paradigm of* new public management.” This new public manage-
ment is both a new theoretica form in the fidd of research on government management , and a new
model in the practice of government management in the contemporary West. In this article the author
analyses the formation and features of the paradigm of new public management , pointing out its
achievements and problems. Thiswork hasimportant reference va ue for the development of a market
economy , the deepening of administrative restructuring, and the intellectua innovation of the disci-
plines of public management and administrative management in China.

(9) The Theory of American Exceptionalism and the Tradition of American Foreign Policy

The system and classfication of human rights are important agpectsof human rights. There have
been four mgjor systemsin the 300-year history of human rights. Human rightsin termsof conception
and codes are not the same as human rightsin reality , and the actua conditionsof human rightsin a
country are demonstrated by the mechanismsfor trandorming human rights as declared in the Congti-
tution into areality. The basc classficationsof human rights condst of two types: theory and declarar
tion. Structural drawbacksin China s human rights system can be found by studying these classfica
tions. Inorder to perfect the human rights system, China must first formulate a badc attitude towards
human rights and the genera principlesfor their protection, and reconstruct the existing human rights
system, before the various human rights contained in the Constitution, the right to survival being the
most fundamenta , can become redlity.
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
